Diffuse Reflection (6A10.20)

Location: 57-2L
Concept/Purpose: Reflection From Flat Surfaces

Procedure/Explanation: A small hand held Helium Neon laser is used to show how different materials reflect light. The laser is aimed at three materials to demonstrate the differences in their ability to reflect light: a small mirror is used as an example of a good reflector, a piece of white marker board material reflects the laser slightly more diffuse than the mirror, and a piece of slightly crinkled aluminum foil shows a very diffuse reflection pattern.  These three materials are all glued to a small board.
