Strong vs. Coulomb Force (7D50.43)

Location: 76-5C

Concept/Purpose: Strong force attraction and coulomb repulsion of nuclear particles.

Procedure/Explanation: Two styrofoam “protons” are mounted on a rod with springs attached such that the protons are pulled apart.   Embedded in the “proton”s are two magnets, that will attract and hold the styrofoam together if you push them close enough.
