


  Electron Diffraction (7A55.30)

Location: 71-4L
Concept/Purpose: Wave behavior of electrons.

Procedure/Explanation: The electron diffraction apparatus is essentially an electron gun mounted in one end of a vacuum tube. The electrons are fired through a small carbon lattice to the other end of the tube where they strike a phosphor coated screen. Because of the electrons wave nature they are diffracted by the aperture forming concentric circles on the screen where they constructively interfere.
