Glare (6H20.12)

Location: 57-1R
Concept/Purpose: Polarization by Reflection

Procedure/Explanation: A piece of clear plastic is placed on the lecture table with one end slightly raised so that the plastic faces the students at a slight angle. A white Styrofoam cup is placed on the raised end so that the students can see its reflected image in the plastic. By looking at the reflected image through small pieces of Polaroid film that are passed out to them, the students can observe that the image is indeed polarized as it disappears when the polarizing film is rotated in front of their eye.
