



Electroplating (5E30.20)

Location: 29-1C
Concept/Purpose: Plating

Procedure/Explanation: Batteries and Copper Sulfate are used to coat a thin metal strip with copper.  A circuit is created by connecting the metal strip from the negative battery terminal to the Copper Sulfate, and another piece of metal from the positive battery terminal to the Copper Sulfate.  As the current flows through the Copper Sulfate, it is separated into Cu+ and SO4-.  The Cu+ is attracted to the negative terminal, thus coating the thin metal strip with Copper.
