Faraday Cage (5B20.35)

Location: 8-1L

Concept/Purpose: Gauss’ Law
Procedure/Explanation: The cage demonstrates that the charge on a conductor resides only on the surface of the conductor.  The cage is a hollow cylinder of wire mesh.  A portable radio is tuned to a station.  When the radio is placed inside the cage, the signal is blocked and only static is heard.
