Measurement Cube (1A10.52)

Location: 11-5R

Concept/Purpose: Basic Units

Procedure/Explanation: The measurement cube is an empty cardboard box that measures exactly one cubic foot.  One side of the box lists various conversions for one cubic foot to other units. Another side of the box is marked with a grid of 12 square inches. The remaining sides list various solids, liquids, and gases and how many pounds the box would weigh if it were filled with that particular material.
