Resonance Rods (3A60.34)

Location: 10-2L
Concept/Purpose: Resonance.
Procedure/Explanation: Consists of a flat nylon base that is clamped to the edge of the lecture table. Attached to the base is a 1/2" diameter rod that extends about six inches past either end of the base. On each of the portions of the rod extended past the base there are three different length vertically mounted thin rods with small masses on their ends. When one of the thin rods is "plucked" and made to oscillate the rod of the same length on the opposite side begins to oscillate with the same frequency while the others remain almost motionless.
