Break a Magnet (5G10.20)

Location: 29-3L
Concept/Purpose: Magnet Domains and Magnetization
Procedure/Explanation: A small bar magnet is used to show that breaking a magnet into smaller pieces results in each piece being a new magnet with a north and south pole. The bar magnet used is already broken but fits together to make a single magnet. With the two pieces together the magnet is placed next to a compass on the overhead to prove that it has a north and south pole. The magnet is then pulled apart and the individual pieces are again placed near the compass.
