Open Galvanometer (5H50.10)

Location: 29-7C

Concept/Purpose: Torque on Coils

Procedure/Explanation: A coil of wire is suspended with a small mounted bar magnet at its center. A 3V battery pack is used to send a current through the coil, which causes it to rotate.  A pointer attached to the coil travels along a number scale and when the current direction is reversed the pointer moves in the opposite direction.
