Peanut (5A20.29)

Location: 9-1L

Concept/Purpose: Coulomb’s Law
Procedure/Explanation: The peanut is a small piece of Styrofoam packing material hanging from a string. A PVC rod is charged by rubbing it with some rabbit fur and then bringing it near the peanut. The neutral peanut will be attracted to the PVC rod. Then touch the peanut with the rod giving it the same charge. The peanut will now be repelled from the rod. Finally, grab the peanut and charge it by induction and it will be attracted to the rod stronger than before.
