



Ping Pong Resistance Model (5D10.40)

Location: 60-top
Concept/Purpose: Resistance Characteristics
Procedure/Explanation: A large board is divided into two sides.  One side has many nails partially pounded into the board, while the other side has few nails.  The board is set at an incline, and ping-pong balls are dropped down the board.  The side with many nails prevents the balls from quickly rolling down the board, while the side with few nails lets the balls roll freely.  This is analogous to electron flow in high resistance conductors versus low resistance conductors.
