



Constant Acceleration Chart (1C30.10)

Concept/Purpose: Measuring g
Procedure/Explanation: The constant acceleration chart is a static demo that suspends from the ceiling of the lecture hall. It is a long red cloth that stretches from the ceiling to the floor with a series of colored circles marking locations representing the distance a ball would fall every 1/10 of a second, for two different gravitational accelerations (Earth and the Moon).
