Egg in Sheet (1N10.20)

Location: 12-3L

Concept/Purpose: Impulse and Thrust
Procedure/Explanation: Ask two student volunteers to hold the large bed sheet in the air in the front of the lecture hall. This will be the target that the eggs will hopefully hit. A few more student volunteers are asked to take a few eggs and throw them from the top of the lecture hall at the sheet. The sheet prolongs the eggs collision time so that it doesn’t break. Usually one or two eggs miss the sheet and break on the floor, demonstrating that a short collision time increases the force applied to the egg.
