Rotating shapes (1D52.10)

Location: 15-2L

Concept/Purpose: Deformation by Central Forces

Procedure/Explanation: A sphere constructed of flexible metal strips is rotated at different speeds using a hand crank. The shape of the sphere changes with different angular velocities:  higher velocities result in the sphere flattening out more. 

Note: there are also two small hand-held examples showing the same thing
