Torque Bar (1J40.10)

Location: 13-3L
Concept/Purpose: Static Torque
Procedure/Explanation:  A long steel bar is mounted to a wooden “T” handle. The steel bar has 3 metal hooks: one near the handle, one at the midpoint, and one at the end. A student volunteer is asked to hold the bar in the air parallel to the ground while a one kilogram mass is placed successively on each hook. As the mass is placed further and further from the handle the torque at the handle increases and it becomes harder and harder for the student to keep the bar parallel to the ground.
