Driven Oscillator (3A60.22)

Location: 10-2L
Concept/Purpose: Damped driven oscillations/resonance.
Procedure/Explanation: A device consisting of a mass confined to a Plexiglas tube and attached to a spring that is driven by a small variable speed motor. Resonance is demonstrated by varying the speed of the motor and observing the displacement amplitude of the mass. Dampening is demonstrated by closing off three holes at the bottom of the Plexiglas tube so that air cannot escape the tube as the mass oscillates.
