



Spring-Coupled Pendula (3A70.25)

Location: 55-2L
Concept/Purpose: Coupled oscillations.
Procedure/Explanation: Two equal length and equal mass pendulums hanging from a ringstand are connected with a light spring. One pendulum is set swinging while the other remains motionless. Over time the motionless pendulum starts to oscillate and eventually reaches the same amplitude of the first pendulum which at the same time comes to rest. The two pendulums then continue to trade off between oscillating and resting.
